I am sorry to have to say that I had an email from Eve Dubarbier at Wimbledon Greyhound Welfare 
on 22nd January telling me that they had to have Teddy put to sleep. His back legs suddenly got 
really bad the previous week, but they hoped that with some pain relief an d anti-inflammatory’s he 
would get better over the weekend.   But when Eve went in that day he had got worse and it had got 
to the point where he couldn’t get up or lie down without help. They couldn’t risk anything 
happening to him overnight when they weren’t there to help him so they reluctantly decided to let 
him go. 
Teddy had been a stalwart at the kennels for a long time and Eve says there are so many people 
who are going to miss him.  
She added that he’d recently become a bit of a demanding old man, barking to go out, be fed, be 
cuddled, and because of that Eve and Carole were able to spend a little bit more extra time with him, 
so at least he ended his days knowing he was well loved and cared for. 
 
The Club had sponsored Teddy for the last two years, so following his loss, we are now sponsoring 
Arnie instead (pictured below) . 

Arnie arrived at the sanctuary in spring 2012 and took to 
sanctuary life like a duck to water. He is an absolute 
charmer, gentle and loving and is already a great 
favourite with th ose who care for him and with the 
regular walkers.

COOKING FOR YOUR DOG  
 

If you want to give your dog a change from his/her ordinary diet why not try  

cooking some healthy treats. Each newsletter, weõll feature a different treat or 

meal for your dog.  

 

This month: -  

Reward Biscuits  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
100g (3½oz) wholewheat flour  

100g (3½oz) coarse rolled oats  

2 tablespoons oat bran  

2 eggs 

75g (2½oz) grated parmes an cheese 

75g (2½oz) finely diced ham  

100ml (3 fl.oz) water  

 

Mix all the ingredients with the water to make a smooth dough. Cover and let the 

dough rest for about 30 minutes.  

Preheat the oven to 180 ºC (350º F). Line a baking tray with greaseproof paper.  

On a floured surface, roll out the dough to about 1 cm (½inch) thick and cut into 

3cm x 5cm (1¼ x 2 inch) rectangles. Please these on the baking tray and bake for 

25 minutes. Turn off the heat and let the biscuits harden in the oven for another 

3 hours. St ore in a paper bag. They should keep for about 4 weeks.

The final night of the nationôs favourite dog event, Crufts, is to be broadcast for the first time on Channel 4 this year. 
More4 will continue its coverage across the remainder of the annual four-day show. 
 
With Clare Balding at the helm, Channel 4 will cover the grand finale of Crufts 2013 for two hours, from 6pm ï 8pm, on 
Sunday 10

th
 March. More4 will be covering the first three days for two and half hours each night, from 6.30pm ï 9pm, 

from 7
th
 to 9

th
 March. 

 
As the final piece of Crufts content, Channel 4 Documentaries Commissioning Editor, Anna Miralis has also 
commissioned a documentary entitled Best in Show: Taking the Lead [working title], to be broadcast in the lead up to 
Crufts. 
 
Anna Miralis says: ñChannel 4 is known for its coverage of great sporting events and our Crufts coverage will capture all 
of the excitement of the different competitions, from showing to agility, in a live sporting format. The move of the Sunday 
night show to Channel 4 reflects the continuing popularity of Crufts and demand for coverage. More4 will look forward to 
continuing its coverage of the event for the other three days, delivering an exciting show for its loyal dog-loving audience. 
Crufts coverage will include interviews about buying and caring for dogs, as well as exploring issues surrounding dog 
health, welfare and general wellbeing.ò 
 
Caroline Kisko, Secretary of the Kennel Club, which organises Crufts, says: ñThe Sunday night programme on Channel 4 
will enable millions of people to watch the grand finale of the worldôs greatest dog event. Crufts is a key date in any dog 
loverôs calendar and More4ôs coverage for the last three years has captured the special relationship between man and 
dog. The coverage on More4 and Channel 4 means that it will continue to be essential viewing, whether people are 
looking for information on choosing, caring for and enjoying life with their dog or simply want to watch dogs of all shapes 
and sizes showing off a range of special talents.ò 
 
The Sunday night programme on Channel 4 will include highlights from throughout the day and the final Arena 
programme, which will include the moving dog heroes competition Friends for Life, an exciting heelwork to music display 
and the Best in Show competition. 
 
More4ôs Crufts coverage will be produced by Sunset + Vine. 



DOGS ARE A MANõS BEST FRIEND? 

NOT SO SAYS KENNEL CLUB  

(AS FIGURES REVEAL WOMEN ARE BIGGER DOG LOVERS) 
 

Females take the lead in Britainôs love affair with dogs, with twice as many dogs owned by women than men. 

Women feel their dogs are more affectionate than their partners, echoing Cheryl Coleôs view that she can only 
trust her mum and her dogs 

Women delay childbirth in favour of ófurkidsô 

Women are the most likely to own óhandbagô dogs that can fit into their social lives more easily 

Figures released by the Kennel Club reveal that women are bigger dog lovers than men, with over forty per cent of all Kennel Club 
registered dogs being registered solely to women.   
 
Only around 20 per cent of dogs registered with the Kennel Club are owned solely by men and around 38 per cent are registered in 
joint ownership.  
 
It is no surprise that dogs have won such a strong place in womenôs hearts, when they have proved to be more affectionate 
companions than men.  Recent research conducted by the Kennel Club found that only around half of women said that their partner will 
lavish them with love and attention when out and about, whilst eight in ten said that their dogs do.* No wonder then that women such 
as Cheryl Cole, who famously said ñI only trust my mum and dogsò, feel more secure in the company of a dog than with a man.  
 
The research also reveals that the female love affair with our four-legged friends is leading to some women favouring dogs over 
children, as they fit more easily with their lifestyles.  Two in five say that owning a dog is a happy alternative to having children, and a 
quarter say that whilst their children would always come first, they would prefer to do things with their dog.*  
 
Women are the most likely to buy óhandbagô dogs, such as Chihuahuas and Pugs, which are favoured by urbanites who want their 
dogs to fit easily into their day to day lifestyles.  These dogs are often seen on the arms of celebrities, such as Paris Hilton and Jessica 
Alba, whose influence could also be increasing womenôs desire to become owners of these types of dog.  
 
Over the past two years, women have accounted for a whopping 51.5 per cent of total Pug registrations, whereas only 11.2 per cent 
are registered solely to men.  65.2 per cent of all registered Chihuahuas are owned by women, and a mere 8.9 per cent are registered 
to men. 
 
Caroline Kisko, Kennel Club Secretary, said: ñDogs have long been known as ómanôs best friendô but it appears that this is no longer the 
case, with women now far more likely to own a dog according to our research. 
 
ñDifferent factors, such as the recent ófurkidsô phenomenon and the trend for toy dogs, driven by celebrity culture, may explain why 
women are choosing to be in the company of dogs more so than men.  
 
ñWe would challenge men to come along to Discover Dogs at Earls Court this weekend to find out more about the many wonderful 
breeds of dog that would be perfectly suited to their lifestyles.ò 
 
The Kennel Club is concerned that men could also be unwittingly supporting the cruel puppy farming trade, as recent Kennel Club 
research shows that 12.7% of male dog owners have bought a puppy from a pet shop, one of the means used by puppy farmers to sell 
their puppies, whilst only 7.9% of female dog owners have bought a dog this way.  
 
In addition, women are conquering the wonderful world of dogs in other areas, including the popular Kennel Club Dog Photographer of 
the Year competition, which has been won by women for four out of the past five years.  Furthermore, 86 per cent of Discover Dogs 
tickets sold for last yearôs event were bought by women, and around 74 per cent of tickets for 2012ôs event have been purchased by 
women, suggesting that the UKôs female population are more willing to spend their leisure time in the company of manôs alleged best 
friend.
