Why Do Dogs Sometimes Bark at Nothing?

The tendency of dogs to bark can make them an ideal pet for alerting you to possible
intruders or danger, however, sometimes it seems that our dogs are barking for no
reason. The reality is, that there usually is a reason for their barking, it is just that we
don’t understand it.

Because they are Bored

Like humans, dogs get restless when they are bored. This means that if you have been out all day, and return home,
failing to walk your dog or play with them for half an hour or more, your dog is likely to become agitated, particularly if
this happens on a regular basis. As a result of this, your dog is likely to bark a lot more. It may seem that your dog is

barking at nothing, but really they’re just trying to tell you that they need some exercise!

Because they are Scared

When we are scared we scream, shout or cry. Of course, dogs can’t do either of these, which means that barking is
their only option. You may not be able to see, hear or sense what it is that is making your dog anxious- it could be a
noise inaudible to humans, or the general atmosphere of a room- dogs are incredibly perceptive and sensitive. To stop
your dog from barking in these situations you should try to remove the element that could be making them feel uneasy,
otherwise you should work on comforting your dog with treats and cuddles to calm them, rather than shouting at them to
stop barking.

Because they are in Pain

The difficult thing with dogs is that they are unable to tell us when they are feeling unwell or in pain, which means that
barking is often their only method of communicating their discomfort to us. If there are no physical signs of your dog
being ill, you should try to monitor when it is they are barking- is it when they try to sit down, or jump, or perform a
certain task? This way you will be able to advise your vet of what you think may be the issue, meaning the solution can
be found faster.

Because your Dog is Excited

Your dog may bark excessively around mealtimes, usual walk times or for a prolonged period of time after you arrive
home. Unless you have been monitoring the specific times at which you usually do these things, it may seem that your
dog is barking for no reason. To try to reduce barking caused by overexcitement you should attempt to do these things

at similar times everyday: dogs like routine and keeping them in this routine is the best way to keep them calm.

Because they have Barking Compulsion

Barking compulsion, that is, barking simply for the sake of barking, is a rare occurrence, but it does happen
nonetheless. If, after a period of monitoring your dog’s barking habits, there still seems to be no explanation for your
dog’s barking, you should take them to your vets, who will be able to either give you advice on behavioural control
techniques, or put you in contact with a canine behavioural specialist.



Because they are Attention Seeking

Dogs may bark because that kind of behavior has been rewarded, perhaps inadvertently, in the past. If this is the case,
then the dog is likely to replicate this behavior in the hope of receiving reward or attention. If you suspect your dog is
engaging in this type of behavior then you will need to make it clear that their behaviour is not going to be rewarded
again, whether that be by strong body language or vocal commands.

Whatever seems to be the reason for your dog’s barking, you should always try to remain composed in order to keep

them calm. Your dog will sense any frustration that you may feel which could make the problem worse.

The Importance of Keeping Your Pet Hydrated

Just like us, our pets need to be adequately hydrated in order to keep bright-eyed
and bushy-tailed. Pets will require different quantities of water depending on their
size and what sort of food they eat. For example, a dog fed purely on a dry kibble
diet will need to drink more than a dog fed with moist pouch or tinned foods,
because wet food contains a lot of water within the food. In general, your pet
should drink around 60 ml per kg of body weight per day. It would be considered
excessive if your pet was drinking more than 100 ml/kg/day as an average. If this is
the case you should consider taking your pet to have a checkup with your vet, to
make sure there is no other underlying condition that could be the cause of this
increase in the daily water intake.

If your pet doesn’t seem to be drinking as much as they should, it may be due to fussiness over their water.
You should have plenty of fresh water available at all times (replaced at least daily) — but some owners find
that their dog only likes to drink from the toilet! In this case, it is best to keep the bathroom door shut, but
you can also try an alternative water source to make it more interesting for the animal to drink. For example,
water fountains can be very popular for cats and dogs that like to drink from a running water source.

Will feeding my pet wet food help to keep my pet hydrated?

You may well have noticed that getting your pet to drink enough water can be a daily challenge. This is
where wet food can play a great role; the high water content makes it an option for pets requiring added
assistance in maintaining hydration. Wet foods are also a good option when it comes to feeding older pets as
they are easier to consume.

How do | keep my pet hydrated in summer time?

Most of the country has been experiencing some very hot weather recently, which means you will need to
ensure your pets are safe from the dangers this brings. While being outside is great fun and an excellent
source of exercise, heat exhaustion can be a real danger and, as you will know, a pet’s coat is not always
ideal for this time of year. You wouldn’t go out wrapped up in summer now would you? Ensuring your pet
has constant access to clean, fresh water is the most important thing you can do, so taking water out with
you is the next step. eg travel bottles and bowls to help your pet access water when you're out and about.
